Non-native Species Alert

G lant Hogweed Heracleum mantegazzianum

Grows In a number of habitats but most
common on river banks.

Identification features (summer):

Stem: Up to 5 metres high, 10cm diameter,
usually with sharp bristles.
Leaves: sharply divided serrated leaves.

Flowers: white (rarely pinkish) umbel up to 80cm diameter.

Contact with any part of this plant must be avoided as even minute amounts
of sap can cause blistering of the skin following exposure to sunlight.
